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RANGE RULES – SUNDAY SHOOTS 

 

1. Immediate family may use same rifle. (Husband, Wife, Children under 18). 

2. Changing of rifles is permitted only if: They do not operate properly, are unsafe, or other 

reasons which will be left to the Range Master to decide. 

3. If you are using a borrowed rifle, you must stay with that rifle.  Positively no “gun jumping”.  

You start with a gun, you finish with that gun. 

4. No rifle shall be removed from the rack until Range Master is notified of the reason – if you 

leave early (without notifying the Range Master), prizes will be forfeited. 

5. The Range Master has full authority of the range on the day of the shoot. 

6. The five shot sight in rule on days of shoots when others are waiting will be enforced. 

7. Range Master or Helper shall load everyone’s rifle at all regular shoots. 

8. All rifles shall have their bolts open and barrels up when transporting to and from the range. 

9. All actions shall be open while rifles are in the rack (whenever possible). 

10. At all regular shoots, when the targets get down to three, new targets will be hung. 

11. Egg Shoots – Egg must be leaking to be credited with a hit. 

12. Balloon shoots – Balloons must be broken by the bullet to be credited with a hit. 

13. All balloon shoots shall have a (3) three minute time limit, scope and open sights at discretion 

of the Range Master. 

14. Shooters must hit the target they call or they will not be credited with the hit. 

15. At membership shoots, Husband and Wife, Girlfriend and Boyfriend, may use the same rifle, 

even if they are both members. 

16. All shooters gloves are eliminated. 

17. Sand bags may be used (front only) at all regular shoots; rear of stock must be off bench. 

18. It is recommended all shooters wear ear and eye protection. 

19. If shooter comes late, he or she must take the largest number. 

20. If you are shooting a borrowed gun during membership shoot, you will not get credit for hits on 

the board.  However, you will get prizes earned. 

21. The free shoot will go three rounds, but only the first shot counts on the board. 

22. Every membership shoot there will be a mandatory trigger check during the first round for all 

rimfire, hunter and factory varmint.  And any other time at Range Masters discretion. 

23. Any persons (lender or borrower) violating the above rules may be suspended from the shoot, 

and all prizes will be forfeited. 

24. After all shoots, Range Master has the right to decide whether the range stays open. 

25. Parents shall be responsible for their children while on the property of the gun club. 

26. Pet owners are responsible for clean-up after their pets. 

27. The club shall not be responsible for anyone’s property.
